Moses found
direction on the mountain. Daniel received mysteries in
prayer. Jesus often withdrew Himself to pray before major
assignments. Prayer sharpens spiritual sight. 

A person who does not pray will eventually lose clarity.
Noise from the world, emotions, disappointment, offense,
and distractions begin to cloud what God originally said.
Prayer becomes the place where vision is purified again. It
is where God removes fear, confusion, insecurity, and doubt.
Many people do not need a new vision; they need their
vision restored. The enemy fights prayer because prayer
reconnects believers to heaven’s perspective. 

Vision also requires spiritual endurance, and prayer
produces endurance. Habakkuk declared to write the vision
and wait for it, because there is often a process between
promise and manifestation. Prayer keeps the spirit alive
during the waiting season. Without prayer, people become
weary, frustrated, and tempted to abandon what God spoke.
But those who remain in prayer receive renewed strength,
renewed focus, and renewed confidence in God’s timing. 

The church must understand that prayer is not just asking
God for things. Prayer is alignment. It is where heaven
adjusts the heart of man until it matches the will of God. In
prayer, God reveals burdens, assignments, warnings,
strategies, and opportunities. Some of the greatest shifts in
scripture happened because somebody prayed with vision
and urgency. Hannah prayed until Samuel was born. Elijah
prayed until rain returned. Jesus prayed until destiny was
fulfilled. Prayer moves what natural ability cannot move. 

This is the hour for believers to pray until vision becomes
clear again.
